From Road U.168 to Badnam Creek
From U.168 through iron gate southwards along grass path enclosed approximately 15'0" wide

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DETAIL OEOMPLAINTF.concern about flooding it appears that a ditch has been filled in by the
landowner on one side causing redirection of water down the track adjacent fodtgath. The
landowner on the other side, Southwoods, is not emptying his since the erection of the fence and
water is flowing onto the footpath. The water is accumulating under the railway bridge and flooding
the path and making access difficult. Pleaaa HCC Rights of Way log this and investigate.

RESULTS OF AN INVESTIGATION ON 11 OCTOBER 2016

The flooding problems were not evident on inspection and a further visit in the winter will be
required. However, it is obvious that there will be a floodinglgdean on Footpath No 17 Bursledon
because of the physical situation as it exists today. Salterns Lane runs downhill towards the start of
the footpath and this section is indicated on the map below.
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There areonly three roadgulliesto intercept the waterthat would flow down this road and this is
inadequate. See picture of the road below.
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The condition of theyulliesleaves much to be desired and none have any paint markers to indicate
that they have been emptied in recent years. One of the pair showth@map above and in the
foreground of the picture above and in the picture below is completely blocked and has not
operated for a long time.
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So a lot of water is arriving at the beginning of Footpath No 17 and it looks as though the ditch
referred to kelow was intended to take water that may head towards the pdtte start of the path
is through a gate which is brokersee photo below. The right hand gate post in the picture has
sheared off at groud level.

RECOMMENDATION (A) The gate serves naolagat purpose and should be removed.

RECOMMENDATION ¢B)he extent of the highway drainage needs to be investigated and restored
to the way it was intended to operate.
